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4.5 Future MFP Evaluations

The MFP is not a static document but instead one that will regularly respond to changing
conditions. At a minimum, the MFP will be re-evaluated and re-aligned every two years to
consider, for example, changing enrollments, shifting demographic trends, refined educational
goals, and the impact of charter schools. Furthermore, the near continuous evaluation process
will track implementation progress against that outlined in the MFP. Regular reviews will be
completed to ensure that the scope of improvements, budgets, and schedules detailed in the
MFP are being realized.
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
